Theodore Dreiser, the American author best known for the novel Sister
Carrie (1912), introduced a powerful style of writing that had a profound
influence on the writers that followed him, from Steinbeck to Fitzgerald and
Hemingway. It was in  Sister Carrie that Theodore Dreiser created a fictional
account that laid bare the harsh reality of life in the big city and in which Dreiser
established himself as the architect of a new genre.

Dreiser was born in 1871 into a large family whose fortunes had in the
recent past taken a dramatic turn for the worse. Before Theodore’s birth, his father
had built up a successful factory business only to loose it to a fire. The family was
rather thrust into poverty, and Theodore spent his youth moving from place to
place in the Midwest as the family tried desperately to reestablish itself financially.
He left home at the age of sixteen. After earning some money, he spent a year at
Indiana University but left school and returned to Chicago.

Dreiser first tried his hand at fiction by writing short stories rather than
novels, and the first four short stories that he wrote were published. Based on this,
he was encouraged to write a novel that would accurately depict the harsh life of
the city, and the novel Sister Carrie was the result of his effort. This novel
chronicles the life of Carrie Meeber, a small-town girl who goes to Chicago in a
quest for fame and fortune. As Carrie progresses form factory worker to
Broadway star by manipulating anyone in her path, Dreiser sends a clear message
about the tragedy of life that is devoted purely to the quest for money.

Newspaper accounts of his trip were later
revised and published as The innocents Abroad (1869), his first important book.

George W. Bush is the 43rd President of the United States. He was sworn
into office on January 20, 2001, re-elected on November 2, 2004, and sworn in for
a second term on January 20, 2005. Prior to his Presidency, President Bush served
for 6 years as the 46th Governor of the State of Texas, where he earned a
reputation for bipartisanship and as a compassionate conservative who shaped
public policy based on the principles of Ilimited government, personal
responsibility, strong families, and local control.

President Bush was born on July 6, 1946, in New Haven, Connecticut, and
grew up in Midland and Houston, Texas. He received a bachelor's degree in history
from Yale University in 1968, and then served as an F-102 fighter pilot in the
Texas Air National Guard. President Bush received a Master of Business
Administration from Harvard Business School in 1975. Following graduation, he
moved back to Midland and began a career in the energy business. After working
on his father's successful 1988 Presidential campaign, President Bush assembled
the group of partners who purchased the Texas Rangers baseball franchise in 1989.
On November 8, 1994, President Bush was elected Governor of Texas. He became
the first Governor in Texas history to be elected to consecutive 4-year terms when
he was re-elected on November 3, 1998.

Since becoming President of the United States in 2001, President Bush has
worked with the Congress to create an ownership society and build a future of
security, prosperity, and opportunity for all Americans. He signed into law tax
relief that helps workers keep more of their hard-earned money, as well as the most
comprehensive education reforms in a generation, the No Child Left Behind Act of
2001. This legislation is ushering in a new era of accountability, flexibility, local
control, and more choices for parents, affirming our Nation's fundamental belief in
the promise of every child. President Bush has also worked to improve healthcare
and modernize Medicare, providing the first-ever prescription drug benefit for
seniors; increase homeownership, especially among minorities; conserve our
environment; and increase military strength, pay, and benefits. Because President
Bush believes the strength of America lies in the hearts and souls of our citizens,
he has supported programs that encourage individuals to help their neighbors in
need.

On the morning of September 11, 2001, terrorists attacked our Nation.
Since then, President Bush has taken unprecedented steps to protect our homeland
and create a world free from terror. He is grateful for the service and sacrifice of
our brave men and women in uniform and their families. The President is confident
that by helping build free and prosperous societies, our Nation and our friends and
allies will succeed in making America more secure and the world more peaceful.

President Bush is married to Laura Welch Bush, a former teacher and
librarian, and they have twin daughters, Barbara and Jenna. The Bush family also
includes two dogs, Barney and Miss Beazley, and a cat, Willie.
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Jack London (1876-1916), prolific American novelist and short story
writer, whose works deal romantically with the overwhelming power of nature and
the struggle for survival. His left-wing philosophy is seen in the class struggle
novel The Iron Heel (1908).

Jack London was born on January 12, 1876, in San Francisco. He was
deserted by his father, William Henry Chaney, and raised in Oakland by his mother
Flora Wellman, a music teacher and spiritualist, and stepfather John London,
whose surname he took. London's youth was marked by poverty. At the age of ten
he became an avid reader, and borrowed books from the Oakland Public Library.

After leaving school at the age of 14, London worked as a seaman, rode in
freight trains as a hobo and adopted socialistic views as a member of protest armies
of the unemployed. In 1894 he was arrested in Niagara Falls and jailed for
vagrancy. Without having much formal education, London educated himself in
public libraries, and at the age of 19 gained admittance to the University of
California at Berkeley. He had already started to write. For the remainder of 1898
London again tried to earn his living by writing. His early stories appeared in the
Overland Monthly and the Atlantic Monthl. In 1900 he married Elisabeth
Maddern, but left her and their two daughters three years afterwards, eventually to
marry Charmian Kittredge.

In 1901 London ran unsuccessfully on the Socialist party ticket for mayor
of Oakland. He started to steadily produce novels, nonfiction and short stories,
becoming in his lifetime one of the most popular authors. London's first novel, The
Son Of The Wolf, appeared in 1900. His Alaska stories, The Call Of The Wild
(1903), in which a giant pet dog Buck finds his survival instincts in Yukon, White
Fang (1906) and Burning Daylight (1910) gained a large reading public. Among
his other works are The Sea-Wolf (1904) and The Road, a collection of short
stories.

In 1902 London went to England, where he studied the living conditions in
East End and working class areas of the capital city. His report about the economic
degradation of the poor, The People Of The Abyss (1903), was a surprise success
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in the U.S. but criticized in England. In 1906, he published his first collection of
non-fiction pieces, The War Of The Classes, which included his lectures on
socialism. London also published a semi-autobiographical novel Martin Eden
(1909) and a travel book The Cruise of the Snark (1911).

London had purchased in 1910 a large tract of land near Glen Ellen in
Sonoma County, and devoted his energy and money improving and enlarging his
Beauty Ranch. In 1913 London's Beauty Ranch burned to the ground, and his
doctor told him that his kidneys were failing.

A few months before his death, London resigned from the Socialist Party.
Debts, alcoholism, illness, and fear of losing his creativity darkened the author's
last years. He died on November 22, 1916, officially of gastro-intestinal uremia.
However, there have also been speculations that London committed suicide with
morphine.

Types of houses

Bungalow

Although people often think Bungalows and Cottages are the same, they are
actually not, although some may appear the same. Bungalows are low profiles
types of housing, as are a lot of cottages, but the distinction comes between the
style, history and the price. Generally, bungalows are a lot cheaper than Cottages.
A bungalow is essentially a subset of the set Cottage. The word “bungalow”
originates from the Indian word bangla, which in the 19th century referred to
houses built in a Bengali style. Bungalows were created when British colonial
administrators adapted the classic Indian style low roofs and porches built around
them. They can either be detached or semi-detached. They’re very popular in
America, where they have all kinds of styles; each distinct style is often related to
particular states.

Cottage

Thick walls, small windows, structural pillars, low ceilings and most
distinctly a thatched roof typically characterize cottages. Cottages were originally
located in rural or semi-rural locations, although a lot of cottages have since been
developed in cities. Originally, in the middle ages, cottages housed agricultural
workers and their families. The term cottage denoted the dwelling of a cotter-
peasants. However, that stereotype has since been washed away, as the traditional
cottage look is now sort after, making them an expensive purchase. Cottages are
houses that usually come with one and half storeys. The top floor is much smaller
than the ground floor, as the pillars used to hold up the structure takes up a lot of
the living space. The thick, dark, classic timber pillars are usually what
characterizes a cottage. They’re a huge focal point of the property, as they are
located throughout the property, on display to give a classic ‘village’ look. Like
with bungalows, the structuring of cottages vary from country to country.

Detached

A detached house is a single standing property that doesn’t share any walls
with any other structure. Due to the isolation of the property, they’re usually more
“private” and generally more expensive than any other type of house.

An end of terrace house is a house situated at the end of a terrace (the
definition of a “terrace” house is below). Like a semi-detached house, only one
side of the house shares a common wall, while the other is detached.

A brief history of the University

As the oldest university in the English-speaking world, Oxford is a unique
and historic institution. There is no clear date of foundation, but teaching existed at
Oxford in some form in 1096 and developed rapidly from 1167, when Henry II
banned English students from attending the University of Paris.

In 1188, the historian, Gerald of Wales, gave a public reading to the
assembled Oxford dons and in 1190 the arrival of Emo of Friesland, the first
known overseas student, set in motion the University's tradition of international
scholarly links. By 1201, the University was headed by a magister scolarum
Oxonie, on whom the title of Chancellor was conferred in 1214, and in 1231 the
masters were recognized as a universitas or corporation.

In the 13th century, rioting between town and gown (townspeople and
students) hastened the establishment of primitive halls of residence. These were
succeeded by the first of Oxford's colleges, which began as medieval 'halls of
residence' or endowed houses under the supervision of a Master. University,
Balliol and Merton Colleges, which were established between 1249 and 1264, are
the oldest.

Less than a century later, Oxford had achieved eminence above every other
seat of learning, and won the praises of popes, kings and sages by virtue of its
antiquity, curriculum, doctrine and privileges. In 1355, Edward III paid tribute to
the University for its invaluable contribution to learning; he also commented on the
services rendered to the state by distinguished Oxford graduates.

From its early days, Oxford was a centre for lively controversy, with
scholars involved in religious and political disputes. John Wyclif, a 14th-century
Master of Balliol, campaigned for a bible in the vernacular, against the wishes of
the papacy. In 1530, Henry VIII forced the University to accept his divorce from
Catherine of Aragon, and during the Reformation in the 16th century, the Anglican
churchmen Cranmer, Latimer and Ridley were tried for heresy and burnt at the
stake in Oxford.
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The University was Royalist in the Civil War, and Charles I held a counter-
Parliament in Convocation House, and in the late 17th century, the Oxford
philosopher John Locke, suspected of treason, was forced to flee the country.

The 18th century, when Oxford was said to have forsaken port for politics,
was also an era of scientific discovery and religious revival. Edmund Halley,
Professor of Geometry, predicted the return of the comet that bears his name; John
and Charles Wesley's prayer meetings laid the foundations of the Methodist
Society.

The University assumed a leading role in the Victorian era, especially in
religious controversy. From 1833 onwards The Oxford Movement sought to
revitalize the Catholic aspects of the Anglican Church. One of its leaders, John
Henry Newman, became a Roman Catholic in 1845 and was later made a Cardinal.
In 1860 the new University Museum was the scene of a famous debate between
Thomas Huxley, champion of evolution, and Bishop Wilberforce.

From 1878, academic halls were established for women and they were
admitted to full membership of the University in 1920. Since 1974, all but one of
Oxford's 38 colleges has changed their statutes to admit both men and women. St
Hilda's remains the only women's college, though it will admit both women and
men from October 2008.

During the 20th and early 21st centuries, Oxford added to its humanistic
core a major new research capacity in the natural and applied sciences, including
medicine. In so doing, it has enhanced and strengthened its traditional role as an
international focus for learning and a forum for intellectual debate.

Harvard’s academic activities from research to study abroad to executive
education programs touch more than 130 countries around the world. For instance:
- The University has almost 300 different programs across 34
countries in Asia and the Middle East, from faculty research projects to executive
education programs to grants for student travel to the aforementioned offices. The

As a
research university, it seeks to achieve the highest levels of distinction in the
discovery and transmission of knowledge and understanding, and in the education
of graduate students. At the same time, Princeton is distinctive among research
universities in its commitment to undergraduate teaching.

The University provides its students with academic, extracurricular and
other resources—in a residential community committed to diversity in its student
body, faculty and staff—that help them achieve at the highest scholarly levels and
prepare them for positions of leadership and lives of service in many fields of
human endeavor.

Through the scholarship and teaching of its faculty, and the many
contributions to society of its alumni, Princeton seeks to fulfill its informal motto:
“Princeton in the Nation’s Service and in the Service of All Nations."

Stanford Libraries

Stanford University Libraries and Academic Information Resources
(SULAIR) supports Stanford’s mission of teaching, learning and research by
making information and knowledge accessible and preserving it for the future. The
libraries have amassed collections of books, journals, scores and printed reference
works numbering more than 8.5 million volumes. There are nearly 1.5 million
audiovisual materials, more than 75,000 serials, thousands of digital resources and
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nearly 6 million microform holdings. Access to the libraries is extended to non-
university users for seven days a year free of charge upon registration. Contact the
Privileges Office at (650) 723-1492.

Special Collections and University Archives include about 260,000 rare or
otherwise special books and 59 million pages of unpublished materials, including
the archives, manuscripts, papers and correspondence of luminaries, scholars,
technologists and writers; hundreds of thousands of archival photographs;
corporate records and archives, with an emphasis on the Silicon Valley region and
California history; and deep resources in Stanford’s own history. These primary-
source and historical resources are available both to students and researchers for
use in the Field Special Collections reading room in Green Library.
Undergraduates are encouraged to conduct original research among these
collections.

Computing at Stanford

Stanford houses one of the most extensive computing environments of any
university. Services include e-mail, web hosting, distributed file systems, wireless
and remote Internet access, courseware and research and high-performance
computing facilities.

SUNet, the Stanford University Network, includes more than 150,000
computers with assigned Internet protocol addresses. About 60,000 are active on
any given day. More than 9.5 terabytes of data flow between SUNet and the
Internet each day. Stanford has 40,000 e-mail accounts and delivers about two
million incoming mail messages daily on systems supported by Information
Technology Services.

Students are not required to own computers at Stanford, although an
estimated 99 percent own at least one, with about 94 percent owning laptops. All
residences on campus have a cluster of computers for use day or night.

Stanford has been a leader in computer use, research and instruction. A high-
speed electronic calculator was installed on campus in 1953, and the university’s
first computer was installed in 1956. The first faculty member specializing in
computers joined the Mathematics Department in 1957, and the Computer Science
Department was founded in 1965. In 1968, researchers debuted the computer
mouse and hypertext linking. In 1984, trenches were dug for SUNet and, in 1988,
Stanford’s network was one of the first to connect to the Internet. In 1987, Stanford
established the first residential computing program in the country. In 1991, the
Stanford Linear Accelerator Center created the first U.S. website. In 2005,
Stanford joined the Google Library Project to make millions of books available
electronically without charge.

The London School of Economics and Political Science (LSE)

The London School of Economics and Political Science (LSE) is one of the

foremost social science universities in the world.

It is a specialist university with an international intake and a global reach.

Its research and teaching spans the full breadth of the social sciences, from

economics, politics and law to sociology, anthropology, accounting and finance

and, as the 2008 Research Assessment Exercise found, it has the highest
percentage of world-leading research of any university in the UK.

Founded in 1895 by Beatrice and Sidney Webb, LSE has an outstanding
reputation for academic excellence. Fourteen Nobel Prize winners in economics,
literature and peace have been either LSE staff or alumni: George Bernard Shaw
(1925), Ralph Bunche (1950), Bertrand Russell (1950), Philip Noel-Baker (1959),
Sir John Hicks (1972), Friedrich von Hayek (1974), James Meade (1977), Arthur
Lewis (1979), Merton Miller (1990), Ronald Coase (1991), Amartya Sen (1998),
Robert Mundell (1999), George Akerlof (2001) and Leonid Hurwicz (jointly)
(2007).

The School has just under 90,000 registered alumni. As of February 2009,
around 32 past or present heads of state have studied or taught at LSE, and 28
members of the British House of Commons and 42 members of the House of Lords
have either studied or taught at LSE.

LSE offers a very wide range of undergraduate and postgraduate courses in
the social sciences. Teaching is carried out through academic departments and
interdisciplinary institutes and in partnership with internationally-known higher
education institutions.

Undergraduate courses range from subjects considered to fall within the
‘arts', such as history, to subjects such as mathematics. Some have a direct
vocational or professional link, like law or actuarial science. All are a useful
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intellectual training in different approaches to social questions. New programmes
in politics and philosophy and maths with economics have recently been
introduced.

Since 1910 there have been arrangements at LSE for visiting students to
pursue a fully integrated study year abroad at undergraduate level. This facility is
known as the General Course. Students register for the entire academic year,
October through to late June, and have a choice of over 300 courses available to
them. The course enables students to study in the heart of a multicultural city
alongside others from across the world.

At postgraduate level, the Graduate School offers a wide range of taught
master's programmes (MA, MSc and LLM) normally of one academic or calendar
year full-time study, or two years' part-time. Research programmes for MPhil or
PhD degrees are offered by all departments and institutes. Programmes for LSE's
diploma qualification are also available either as conversion courses or to extend

the depth or range of undergraduate studies.
Language teaching is provided through the Language Centre, both as a
degree option, and to learn or improve a language.

Following a review by a Teaching Task Force, LSE is set to spend an extra
2 million per year to ensure that its teaching continues to be of the highest quality.

Warwick University

The freedom given to academic departments at Warwick, combined with a
strong managerial approach were new innovations for UK Higher Education and
have subsequently been copied by many other universities.

Warwick has always had a reputation for innovation and for thinking
differently. We were one of the first universities to understand the importance of
links with business and industry. We have now built up a network of partnerships
and collaborations that benefit all our students - undergraduate and postgraduate.
We make sure that our research students are aware of the commercial possibilities
of their research and encourage them to develop an entrepreneurial mindset.
Warwick degrees also prepare students for work in the world of the 21st century by
emphasizing the development of those skills demanded by today's employers.

Today, Warwick has an identity of qualitative independence and academic
distinction. The Guardian commented that "the outside world imagines
universities aspire to (be like) Oxford & Cambridge, those in the know realise
everyone now wants to be Warwick" (The Guardian, 1st May 2001).

Warwick is consistently well placed in rankings of UK universities, such as
The Sunday Times University Guide (6th place overall in 2006), The Times
Good University Guide (8th), and The Guardian University Guide (6th place
overall in 2007). Warwick Oxford, Cambridge, LSE and Imperial College London
are the only universities which have never been out of the Top 10 in the British
League tables. Warwick is currently the best ranked university outside of London
and Oxbridge, and the only multi-faculty institution aside from Oxford and
Cambridge never to have been out of the top ten.
